Timeframes for Performance by Buyer
_____________Attorney Review Period (Paragraph 4) – Ends midnight of the 3rd day after the last person   initials receipt of the fully executed contract, excluding Saturdays, Sundays or Legal Holidays.

_____________Mortgage Application – (Paragraph 6) - Within 7 calendar days after expiration of the Attorney Review Period.

_____________Home Inspection & Reports (Paragraph 21) – Within 10 calendar days from the expiration of the Attorney Review Period.   Payment by Buyer due at the time of inspection.

_____________Order Title Insurance – Usually handled by your agent.  Should be ordered upon expiration of Attorney Review period.

_____________Lead Based Paint (Paragraph 20) – Within 10 calendar days from the expiration of the Attorney Review Period.

_____________Wood Boring Insect Infestation (Paragraph 22) - Within 10 calendar days from the expiration of the Attorney Review Period.

_____________Survey If possible, 21 days prior to settlement.  This usually is taken care of by your title company when you order title insurance.

_____________Flood Areas (Paragraph 24) - Within 10 calendar days from the expiration of the Attorney Review Period.

_____________Hazardous Waste Contingency (Paragraph 34) - Within 10 calendar days from the expiration of the Attorney Review Period.

_____________Private Sewage Disposal (Additional Contract Provisions Addendum) – 30 calendar days prior to closing and results to Seller 5 days after completion of test and at least 10 days prior to closing.  Payment by Buyer due at the time of inspection.

_____________Seven Days before Settlement have the electric, gas, propane, oil, cable TV, internet, phone services transferred into your name.

_____________Obtain Homeowner’s Policy Mortgage company will require one year PAID IN FULL prior to settlement.  Transfer existing policy or obtain new policy at least 15 days prior to settlement.

Timeframes for Performance by Seller
_____________Attorney Review Period (Paragraph 4) – Ends midnight of the 3rd day after the last person initials receipt of the fully executed contract, excluding Saturdays, Sundays or Legal Holidays.

_____________Certificate of Occupancy Inspection (Paragraph 17) – If possible, upon execution of Listing Agreement, apply for inspection.  Final inspection should be no later than 10 days Prior to settlement.

_____________Condominium/Homeowners Association Documents (Paragraph 18) – Association booklet to be given to Buyer Prior to expiration of Attorney Review Period.  Transfer of ownership to be requested at least 15 days prior to settlement.

_____________Home Inspection & Reports (Paragraph 21) - Within 14 calendar days from receiving home inspection results or risk assessments.

_____________Private Well Testing Act (Additional Contract Provisions Addendum) – Ordered within 10 days          after the Attorney Review Period.

_____________Seven Days before Settlement have the electric and/or gas services READ OFF (not turned off).   Have the phone, cable TV, internet, propane, oil delivery services turned off/stopped.  Title Company will usually obtain final water and sewer reading prior to settlement (unless you live in Harrison Township – you must obtain and change water service yourself).

_____________Cancel Homeowners Policy Alert insurance company 5 days before settlement, but make sure they don’t cancel prior to settlement.  It’s best to make call after settlement is over to confirm closing.
